Not af afi His former employer, Zycad Corp., faid him off simply
because the company had to cut staff in his department. Anderson sees the
unexpected twist in his career as an opportunify to feam new skils before new
technclogy efiminates the need for the expertise he now has. So he's refumed to
Santa Clara University, where he is eaming a second degree Ih computer
angineering. When he leaves schoof, he hopes, there wil be no shorlage of

compantes gager o hire him as a consultant,

For a man of Anderson's father's generation, being asked fo leave a company would
have been 2 devastating humiliation, no matier what the reasons. But fewer and
fewer of today's workers expect 10 spend their working lves In the same fleld, jet
alone the same company. Our fathers lived their lives on the assumgtion that ysu
finished sohecl, went into fulii-time work and llved and worked in the same sector of
society unfil you retired. That idea [s praclically dead. As far as our children are
soncerned, it is dead. Students are well aware that carser paths are ne longer as
clearly defined as they once were, Workers who are going to survive in the future are
those who are aware of the rate of change and open to learning rnew skills.

Many of the conditons that made the one-life, che-career approach posslble are
disappearing. Technology evelves so fast that the ghelf life of work skifls now rarely
exceeds 10 years. Automation and job dislocation have pushed away from Westem
labour markets enfire categories of manufacturing accupations. Many corporate
giants are no longer able to offer lifelong securlty. Some are falling altogether. Cthers
are replacing full-ime empicyees with part-time and ternperary staff at all levels. The
resuit is the same in any case: tens of thousands of workers are forced o think up

new ways of earning a ving.
